Course Descriptions

In Bioethics, Forensic Science, and Natural Disasters, students will demonstrate learning through written assignments and tests, independent and group investigations, case studies, and student-selected research assignments.  All students will utilize the class website for course information, announcements, due dates, assignments, and resource links to keep on pace with the material covered in class.  

Bioethics

Bioethics is the connection between life science and the ethical questions that arise as life science develops.  There is usually not a perfect answer to solve these problems but different stakeholders with different value systems work together to find a common ethical answer. In this class you will be given many opportunities to make your own ethical decisions individually and in groups.  

Forensic Science 

Forensic Science is an introductory course in which students will explore a survey of many forensic science applications.  Fundamental principles of science will be emphasized, along with connections to career development, law enforcement, sociology, psychology and other interdisciplinary topics.  

Natural Disasters

Natural Disasters is a course that focuses on the weather around us.  You will learn how to collect weather data, read weather maps, and make predictions about the weather.  We will also do multiple units on natural disasters such as hurricanes, tornadoes, earthquakes, tsunamis, and flooding.
